SEN Information Report – Frequently Asked Questions
1. How does the school know if children/young people need extra help and what should I do if I think my child may have special educational needs?

	All pupils are assessed upon entry; if you think that your child may have special educational needs please contact either the SENCo or the Headteacher




2. How will school staff support my child?
	All pupils are taught in small classes and the teachers get to know them very well.  Sometimes pupils are identified for specific additional support and this is delivered via a one-to-one intervention developed by the subject specialist teacher.




3. How will I know how my child is doing?

	Your child will have their own Personal Tutor and you are welcome to contact them at any time.  You will also be invited into school six times per year to meet with your child’s Personal Tutor to discuss academic, social and emotional progress.




4. How will the learning and development provision be matched to my child’s needs? 

	Our initial assessment will inform you and us as to how provision will be specifically matched to your child’s needs.




5. What support will there be for my child’s overall wellbeing?

	The Centre has a dedicated Wellbeing Team and curriculum.  Every child is supported by the time that comprises of a teacher delivering a Stay Safe Curriculum, a Wellbeing Coach (food and nutrition), a Wellbeing Coach (sports and activities), a Wellbeing Coach (family support and engagement) and a Wellbeing Coach (work related learning and assessment). 




6. What specialist services and expertise are available at or accessed by the school?

	The Centre employs a fully qualified (Level 7) assessor who can test for a wide range of additional need.




7. What training have the staff, supporting children and young people with SEND, had or are having?

	All staff receive in-service training on a wide range of issues relating to SEND.




8. How will you help me to support my child’s learning?

	Your child’s Personal Tutor will advise and support you in understanding how we can work together towards the best outcomes for your son/daughter.



9. How will I be involved in discussions about and planning for my child’s education?

	If you child has an Education Health and Care Plan (EHCP) there will be a full annual review of the plan held each year.  If your child does not have a you will be involved in discussions with your child’s Personal Tutor to plan your child’s education.



10.  How will my child be included in activities outside the classroom including school trips?

	All pupils at the school are able to access all off-site and outdoor learning opportunities that have been arranged for them/their class.  These opportunities become available and each experience if thoroughly risk assessed.



11. How accessible is the school environment? 

	The school has a separate Accessibility Police which can be found on the website.




12. How will the school prepare and support my child to join the school, transfer to a new school or the next stage of education and life?

	Pupils or young people that transition on from the Centre do so with a transition plan which will be developed in partnership with you.
